As ultrasound evaluation is uniquely operator dependent,
alternative imaging procedures may be preferable in some
clinical settings, though the sensitivity of computed tomog-
raphy (CT), magnetic resonance imaging (MRI), and positron
emission tomography (PET) scan remain unknown in this
setting. These alternative imaging modalities, as well as
laryngoscopy and endoscopy, may also be useful in the as-
sessment of large, rapidly growing, or invasive tumors, to
assess the involvement of extrathyroidal tissues (86,87).

Measurement of serum thyroglebulin. There is some evi-
dence that high preoperative concentrations of serum thy-
roglobulin may predict a higher sensitivity for post-opera-
tive surveillance with serum thyroglobulin (88).

Preoperative staging

Papillary  thyroid carcinoms presents with  cervical
lvmph node metastases in npearly 50% ol patients,
with a Irequency increasing with the size and the
exralhvroidal extension ol the primary tumor. For this
reason, surgery must be preceded by an ullirasono-
eraphic evaluation ol the lyvmph node chains. In case ol
sispicion, the metastatic nature ol a8 lomp is easily
conlirmed by FMNAC, with the measarement ol Tg in the
wash-out ol the needle emploved lor aspiration (23,

Other imaging technigues, such as computed tom-
ography (CT), magnetic resonance (MR) and positron
emission tomography (PET) scan, are not indicated as
rodting procedures, but may be reguired in selected
patients with clinical evidence ol local extension or ol
distant metastases, Laryngo-tracheoscopy and esopha-
eeal endoscopy are indicated in the presence ol locally
aggressive cancers with signs or symptoms ol extra-
thyvroidal invasion.

When radiologic imaging using iodinecontaining
contrast media has been used, anv subseguent
radioiodine scintigraphy or treatment must be delayved
lor 2—3 months.
